* Painting or staining is recommended as soon as possible after
construction for timber structures in outdoor situations, for
example decking, to minimize weathering, splitting and cracking.

* Use hot dipped galvanized steel, or other metal fasteners of
high corrosive resistance for all exterior timber applications.
